As of July 1, 2003, the following changes are in effect:

Individuds must make" planned gifts’. Those gifts qudify for a40% tax credit up
to $10,000. Planned gifts indude charitable remander trusts, charitable lead trusts,

charitable gift annuities, life estae agreements (gift of residence or farm), paid up
life insurance policies.

Planned gifts must have alife of over one year.

Corporate or other business entity gifts qudify for a20% credit up to $10,000 and
these entities may make outright gifts.

Thetax credit was first offered in 1997. Montanaisthe only state inthe nation to offer

atax credit for philanthropy. The Montana legislaure feds the tax credit benefits the
people of Montanain many ways. T hree of which are

& The Philanthropy Tax Credit heps“lesson the burden” of Montana Government. By strengthening Mortana endowment
charities are more cgpabl e of resolving socid, educationa and culturd problems.
